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ENHANCING ACCESS TO SANES:

The rape crisis centers began services to incarcerated victims through
a contract with the WV Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation.
A comprehensive marketing campaign, It's On Us WV, was launched
to provide standardized messaging and impact social norms around
sexual violence prevention and intervention.
A website repository of information and initiative, itsonuswv.org,
debuted to engage the state in sexual violence prevention.

A fully revised Sexual Assault Services Training Academy (SASTA)
was released with updates to all 99 modules in the 16 courses.
Two videos were developed and disseminated to assist campuses in
educating students about their rights under Title IX. 
Be The Boss of Your Body, a body safety curriculum for grades K-4,
was finalized, trainings provided, and resources disseminated to over
47 schools in 25 counties.
